Be back to the Guilin city, by coach, visit the Reed Flute Cave, which is situated in a completely concealed spot on 
Guangming Hill, and is Guilin's largest and most impressive cave. Its name is explained by the fact that reeds for 
making flutes and pipes have been grown in this region since ancient times. This dripstone cave is 790 feet deep, and a 
visitor will walk for some 550 yards through a zigzagging sea of stalactites and stalagmites in dazzling colors. It is also 
known as a Palace of Natural Art. (B,L) 
 

D09: Guilin-Shanghai: In the morning, take flight to Shanghai. Meet and greet in the airport. Upon arrival, directly 
visit the Bund, at the west shore of the Huangpu River. The splendid row of early 20th century Europe buildings 
remains the quintessential Shanghai sight. (B,L) Bai Lemen Hotel or similar (3*)
